sometime on Sunday, April 17, 2022. 
o FROM SUNDAY, April 17, 2022, UNTIL SATURDAY, CALL THE GOLF

✓ When you book a Green Team tee time and you are not able to keep that reservation, call 
the golf course to cancel. 

✓ It is the responsibility of each Green Team golfer to confirm their own tee time(s) whether 
they receive a confirming email or not. Go to your itinerary on your portal account or call 
the golf course the day before. If you do not have a portal account, please set one up. 

✓ Players must arrive on time. Green Team players are expected to arrive at the golf course 
and check-in at the Green Team table inside the pro shop thirty (30) minutes prior to their 
tee time. 

 
Start Times 

✓ Effective May 1, 2022, the Green Team’s start time will be 7:30 a.m. for the months of May, 
June, July, and August.
